settlers whose communities are
on the Palestinian side of the
separation barrier found that
about 25% would be willing to
leave immediately if they were
offered comparable housing
within the Green Line. The poll
also found that 35% percent of
the settlers and 74% of the
general public support the new
'evacuation-compensation' bill
that would enable those who
wish to move out of their
settlement to do so, in return
alternative housing within the
Green Line.

A 2002 survey** revealed that
59% of settlers are prepared to
accept a withdrawal from the
settlements in exchange for
suitable financial compensation
in the context of a democratic
decision by the Israeli
government. Only 2% would

fight against the decision with
illegal means. The survey also
found that 77% of settlers chose
to live in settlements for “quality
of life” reasons and just 20% of
settlers moved to the occupied
territories for religious reasons.
